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Hostel

In memory of Mzhanshi Dayanand Saraswati's
great guru Viganand Ji, Shi Guru Viganand Gurukul
Mahavidyalava, Kartarpur has been operating as a
Gurukul since 1970.This is a residential institution
that provides proper hostel fadllities for students.
The hostel has two large halls and 30 rooms
equippad with all essential amenities such as cots,
lighting, and fans. Before sccommodating students,
all equipment is thoroughly inspected, and rooms are
gllotted accordingly. The students residing in the
hostel are responsible for the maintenance of lights,
fans, and other provided fadilities.

Mess

The hostel campus has a well-organized mess for
Gurukul students. It provides proper arrangements
for meals, snacks, nutritious food, and milk for all
students. An advanced machine is used for making

Chapatis, and special attention is given to deanliness
and hygiene in the Mess.

Assembly Hall

A large Assembly Hall is located within the hostel
campus, where cultural programs are celebrated
with great enthusiasm from time to time. The
Assembly Hall is well-equipped with sufficient
electrical appliances such as fans, AC, sound
amplifiers, and proper lighting arrangements. The
Assembly Hall plays a significant role in enhancing t
he grandeur of the programs.

Toilets

The hostel campus has adequate toilet facilities for
students.

Possession of mobile phones or any other electronic
devices, as well as keeping money, is not allowed in
the hostel. If a student is found violating this rule,
they will be subjected to a financial penalty.Entering
the kitchen, storage room, or electrical room without
permission is strictly prohibited.Financial
transactions between students and parents must be
conducted through the Gurukul's bank account.
Private accounts are not allowed.Accepting gifts or
money from visitors within the hostel premises is
prohibited.Any iliness or serious medical condition
must be reported immediately to the hostel warden.
In case of a severe illness, the student will be handed
over to their parents or guardian.Students will be given
5 minutes per month to communicate with their
guardians. In case of an emergency, the hostel
warden will inform the parents.When leaving the
classroom, students must ensure that all electrical
appliances, windows, and doors are turned off or
secured. They are responsible for the safety of their
belongings. Absence from class while staying in the
hostel or school will be recorded as absenteeism.
Writing, painting, or making indecent comments on
the walls of the hostel and Gurukul premises is
punishable.If a student damages hostel or school
property, injures another student, or harms another
student’s personal belongings, they or their guardians
will be responsible for compensation.The decision of
the hostel warden regarding hostel management rules
will be final and binding.
